Highlights of Legislation Filed with Impact on LPHAs, 2009

Bills pertaining to health programs:

HB 38 Sater, David 
Creates the Tobacco Use Prevention, Cessation, and Enforcement Trust Fund to be used by the Department of Health and Senior Services for a comprehensive tobacco control program (LR# 134L.01I)

HB 352 Cooper, Robert Wayne 
Establishes provisions regarding the licensure of tanning facilities by the Department of Health and Senior Services (LR# 1176L.01I)

SB 61
Wilson  Creates a trust fund and commission for comprehensive tobacco prevention
SB 104 Justus  Provides information and the opportunity to be immunized for the human papilloma virus; requires provision of vaccine if unable to pay, subject to appropriation. 
Bills pertaining to health-related policy:

***HJR 5 Fallert, Joseph Jr. 
Proposes a constitutional amendment prohibiting smoking tobacco products in public places or public meetings (LR# 168L.01I)

***HB 165 Dusenberg, Gary 
Requires only persons younger than 21 years of age to wear protective headgear when operating or riding as a passenger on any motorcycle or motortricyle (LR# 659L.01I)

***SB 27
Ridgeway
Exempts persons 21 years of age or older from wearing protective headgear except when operating or riding motorcycles upon interstate highways

***HB 172 Cox, Stanley 
Exempts well systems operated by churches or other houses of worship from certain rules governing well construction (LR# 774L.01I)

***HB 233 Harris, Belinda 
Changes the laws regarding the sale and delivery of dairy products for personal use (LR# 0697L.01I) Exempts any person selling or delivering dairy products to another person for the individual's own use from the permit and inspection requirements of the State Milk Board.
HB 370 Storch, Rachel 
Allows physicians to use expedited partner therapy by dispensing and prescribing medications for partners of persons with certain sexually transmitted diseases who are not their patients (LR# 1366L.01I)

SB 316  Smith
Modifies provisions on education courses regarding sexual predators, human sexuality and sexually transmitted disease

Nasheed, Jamilah 
Increases the excise tax on cigarettes from 17 cents to 33 cents per pack of 20 cigarettes to be deposited into the General Revenue Fund less a 3% collection fee (LR# 0880L.02I)

***HB 665 Deeken, Bill 
Requires all drivers and passengers in cars or trucks to wear a seat belt, with certain exceptions (LR# 1204L.03I)

Cooper, Robert Wayne 
Adds state and political subdivision employees to the term "volunteer" as it relates to persons who can dispense medications for the Department of Health and Senior Services during emergencies (LR# 1875L.01I)

HB 885

Stevenson, Bryan P. 
Requires retailers of tobacco products to have a license issued by the Division of Alcohol and Tobacco Control, pay an annual fee, and have a retail sales tax license before selling any products (LR# 1927L.01I)

SB 309   Bray
Enacts a state-wide smoking ban

Bills pertaining to health care:

HB 226 Emery, Edgar G. H. 
Specifies that pharmacies will be immune from liability for refusal to perform, assist, recommend, refer to, or participate in any act or service in connection with any drug or device that causes an abortion (LR# 0841L.01I)

HB 533 Koenig, Andrew 
Provides pharmacies with immunity from liability for refusal to perform, assist, recommend, refer to, or participate in any act or service in connection with any drug or device that causes an abortion (LR# 1401L.01I)

SB 509  Scott 
Modifies provisions relating to review of advanced practice registered nurses by collaborating physicians

Bills pertaining to property taxes or other revenue sources:

***HJR 23 Icet, Allen 
Proposes a constitutional amendment prohibiting appropriations in any fiscal year from exceeding certain limits (LR# 1214L.01I)

***Numerous bills have been filed in both the House and Senate to limit property taxes or exempt certain persons from paying them—see longer list of bills.  We don’t know yet which of these might start to move through the legislative process.

Bills Pertaining to Immigration:

HB 350 Parkinson, Mark A. 
Changes the laws regarding unauthorized aliens (LR# 0718L.01I).  Pertains mainly to employment practices.

Other Bills:

HB 103 Wildberger, Edward 
Allows the executive officer of any public safety agency to enter into a mutual-aid agreement for reciprocal emergency aid and specifies that the Department of Public Safety will administer the state system (LR# 356L.01I)

***HB 108

Bivins, Walt 
Requires all public governmental bodies to make and retain a verbatim audio recording of any closed meeting (LR# 0428L.01I)

HB 549 Bruns, Mark J. 
Allows the executive officer of any public safety agency to enter into a mutual-aid agreement for reciprocal emergency aid and specifies that the Department of Public Safety will administer the state system (LR# 1382L.01I)

***HB 173 Cox, Stanley 
Establishes the Andrew Jackson Vote Restoration Act which requires certain elections to be held even if the number of candidates filing for a position is equal to the number of positions available (LR# 775L.01I)

HB 214 Deeken, Bill 
Changes the laws regarding the Missouri Local Government Employees' Retirement System (LR# 0857L.02I)

***HB 316 Jones, Timothy W. 
Changes the laws regarding the Open Meetings and Records Law, commonly known as the Sunshine Law (LR# 0419L.01I).  This would put MoALPHA and other such associations under the requirements of the Sunshine Law.

SB 358
Purgason
Increases the assessed valuation a county must maintain in order to move into a higher classification

***HB 699 Zimmerman, Jake 
Modifies the definition of "public governmental body" as it relates to the Missouri Sunshine Law (LR# 1562L.02I)

***SB 313
Nodler

Creates two separate funds within the state treasury to receive and retain funds provided under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009

***HB 744 Icet, Allen 
Creates the Missouri Family Recovery Plan Fund and the Economic Stimulus Fund in the state treasury to receive moneys provided under the federal American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (LR# 1987L.01I)
